1,        Th.e Department af Education Regional office v, through the curriculum and
Learning Management Divisiofi, will continue the administration of the redrofialky-
dev€1op€d Rapid Literacy Assessment to all Grades 4 to 12 learners ifl Regiafl V this
School Year 2024-2025.

2,        The Rapid Literacy Assessment {RLA) is administered by the langrlage tcachFr
to determine the wend attack Gr decoding skills of the Grades 4 t¢  12 learners in
Eriglish and Fhipino. These basic §Ialls are seen to be critical skills that are needed
for the learners to transition into successful learners.

3.        Each grade level has two sets of RLA tools. The Pre*Test, which should be
administered  this August  2024,  will  assist the  teaciner§ in  proffiing the  specific
reeling Skius  cif learners in  the previous  grade  level  and implemgnting reading
interventiQns  based  on  the  assessment  results  to  address  identiri€d  reading
diffi.£ultie8. The Post-Test, to be &drinistered in March 2025, will reveal the reading
prSgress that leamfr§ halfe accomplished within  a School Fear alter appropriate
interventions have been carried out inside the classroom.

4.        The  Schools  Division  Offices,  through  the  English  and  Filipino  education
program   Eupervis8rs,   are  enjfiined  tG  re-crigflt  the  language  teaciners  in  the
administration of the RljA. The results of the RLA should be carefullr analyzed to
guide the divisic*n in implementing a camprchensire reading interventi#m program
that wi]i assist learners with reading difficulties.

2.        The Rapid Literary As§£ssment {ELA} is intefided t® determine the word attack
or decc}ding skills of the Grades 4-12 leam€rs in English and Filipino. These basic
skills are necessary ta trarisitiffn Key Stage 2-4 learfiers into  sti€ce§§ful ffaders.
Each grade level has tw¢ sets: the Ere-Test, which should assist the teachers in
prc*filing  the  specific  reading  §kfils  of leaLrHers  in  the  previous  grade  levels  and
implem€ntiflg reaLding intervfmti¢fls to addrg§s speciE.a reading diffi,oultiss; while the
Post-Test reveals the progress that rfue learners have accomplished in a school Fear.
These  ass€ssmfnt  mate rials  have  undergone  the  thorough  process  of  content
development;  quality control af passages,  phrases,  and wards;  pilot testing,  and
refinement prior to their fmalizatirm.

3.        The divisions are enjSingd te Qrient flemfntary an`d secondary schQ®l heads
and teachers in the administration of Rm and det7elop a division dashbfiard that win
corisolid&t€ the pre and post-test results fir the schSQls. Results ®f the RIA Should
be carefully analyzed to guide the division in the implementatiefl Qf ct]mprehensive
and directed reading intervention progr-arms that are appropriate to the needs af the
tirades 4 ta 12 lea:rm€rs with speciric reading difficulties.

4.         Soft cQpigs Qf the RIA tofils shall be prQvidsd bprthe Regi#flal Qfficg to the 13
Schools Eirisien Ofricgs through the division learning area §uperrisQrs in English
and Fifipiflo, €tlpy furnished the divi§inn testing caardinators. In tHin, the division
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supervisors shall provide schools with a complete package of the RLA tools.  Pre-test
should be administered within the first month of the School opening, while the post-
t€st should be made a month befoi-e the closing of the school year. Speciric guidelines
in the administration of the RLA are contained in Enclosure 1.

5.        Elementary and secondary School heads should prepare a consolidated report
of the pre and post-test results an.d submit the same to the Division Office thrctugh
a dashhoard spcciflcally devclop€d by the division for such a purpose. The Division
Consolidated  Report  containing  the  results  of both  pre  and  post~tests  will  be
submitted tQ the Regional Offi.ce a month after the conduct of the assessm€nts. A
sanlple     Rapid   Literary  Assessment   {RLA}   Summar3r  Record  Sheet  which  will
accomplished try the teacher per class is contained in Enclosure 2.

GU¥DELIRTES IH THE ABRIIRIISTRATIORT OF TIRE RAPID LITERACY
ASsEssREEHT FOR GEunEs 4-12 LEAHErEH§ IRE REGI®RI V

I. General Guidelines

1. There are two sets of Rapid Literacy A§sessment {RLA} tools that are available for
utilization;  for pre-test and post-test,  composed  of Teacher's Copy and  lfarner's
Copy for each set, in English and FHipino, which should be both administered to the
learners in Grades 4 to 12.

2. Prepare the materials ahead of time. The Teacher'§ CQpy needs to be reproduced
according to the number of leamers in the class. During the assessment, the teacher
must  record  the  mis€ues  (if any}  of  each  leaner  through  marking,  thus  it  i§
iffiportant that a copy per learner should be made available. On the other has.d, the
Leam€r's Copy shall be reproduced only oflce and can be used by the entire class.

3.  E§tablish rapport with  the learrier prior to  the  actual  conduct of the reading
assessment. Clear instructions should also t]e giveri.

11. Speciric Guidelines Burifig tne Literacy A§sessment

1.  Reading miscLies  should be carefully noted by the teacher.  A readiflg miscue
happens when there is a difference between what is on the page and what students
say during oral reading.

2. A reading miscue is significant when:
a. the miscue changes the meaning of the sentence,
b. the miscue does not make sense within the sentence,
c. the students skip the word, or
d. the student needs help with the word.

This tells us that a learner is struggling with decoding shells.

3. The teacher mnst be famfliar with these miscues:

a. in§erti®m. An insertion is a word{s} added by the child that is not in the
text.

b. Omission. During oral reading, the student ornits a word that changes the
meaning of the sentence.

c. Repetition. The student repeats a word or portion of the text.
d. Reversal.  A child will reverse the order of the print or the word. {from

instead af form, etc.i
e. Sub§tituti®n. Instead of reading the word in the text, a child §ubstifutes a

wordthatmayormaynot#esenseinthepassage
