1. Presidential Proclamation No. 62 declared Moral Recovery Program
(MRP) in response to the need to strengthen the moral resources of the Filipino
people rooted in Filipino culture, values and ideals that are pro-God, pro­
people, pro-country and pro-nature. Executive Order No. 319
institutionalized the said program in all government offices and agencies.

2. Meanwhile, the recent series of devastating school-related violence is a wake�
up call for our schools to intensify and implement moral values and spiritual
formation in school campuses. Our learners need more than academic
learning. They need people who will walk with them, listen to them, pray for
them, and to learn from God's Word, the main source of Christian and spiritual
values.

dimensions so that they will become productive citizens of our country and
contribute meaningfully to nation building and not in conflict with the law or
contribute problems to our society.
