MAThINIK BASKETBOL CAMP TRAINING OF TRAINERS 2023

. In support with the improvement of literacy and numeracy programs

and the integration of ‘peace competencies’ will be some of the
priorities of the Department of Education (DepEd) in making the K to
12 curriculum relevant to produce job-ready, active and responsible
citizens.

It is very vital for learners to develop social awareness, responsibility,
value for diversity, self-esteem, and positive character in order for
them to become a better individual. This values can be developed
through different learning interventions that are not limited to
classroom activities and conventional way of teaching.

The MAThINIK BASKETBOL CAMP was first of its kind, piloted last
July 24 - August 18, 2023. A twenty-day activity every afternoon from
1:00 - 4:00 PM held at Encinas Pavillon, Gubat, Sorsogon with 52
participants ages 8-10. The activity featured Basketball training,
numeracy tutorials and character building through different activities.

proponent would like to cascade this program in the Division level to
help the agency in promoting the MATATAG Campaign of the
Department.

The MAThINIK BASKETBOL CAMP TRAINING OF TRAINERS 2023
would help teachers to be fully equipped in implementing this kind of
activity in their school or in their district.

This activity aims to promote the MAThINIK BASKETBOL CAMP to be
use as a tool in supporting the MATATAG Campaign of the
Department of Education through sports activity with numeracy and
character building activities. The main objective of this activity are as
follows:
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a.Enhance Teacher’s knowledge and skill in implementing the
MAThHhINIK BASKETBOL CAMP program

b.Implement the MAThINIK BASKETBOL CAMP in their school or
district.

c.Evaluate participants improvement in terms of Basketball &
Numeracy skills.

d.Create a continuous program/training that will increase the
interest of the students in sports involvement and their
performance in Mathematics subject.

7. Below are the guidelines of this activity:

a.Expected participants must be physically fit, has prior
knowledge in Basketball, and at the same time a
Mathematics enthusiast.
b.Four (4) participants are expected in each district, 2 from
elementary and 2 from secondary.
c. Participants must possess enthusiasm and willingness to be
trained.
d.At the end of the training they are expected to present following
outputs in their district:
i. Assessment Tool for the
participants(elementary/secondary)
ii. Training Matrix
iii. Authority to Conduct

8. The MATHINIK BASKETBOL Camp will be a simultaneous activity.
The schedule will be agreed upon during the conduct of this
TRAINING of TRAINERS. This is a will be a 10-day program (5
consecutive Saturdays and Sundays) before the end of October 2023
which will also be a preparation for the upcoming sports activities.

9. All incidental expenses should be charged against their respective
MOOE funds subject to the usual accounting and auditing rules and
procedures.

10. Working Committees are entitled to receive 10 days service
credits for the services rendered during the duration of activity
stated in DepEd Order No. 53, s. 2003 paragraph 4.3 services
rendered in connection with the conduct of remedial classes during

the summer or Christmas vacation or outside of regular school
days;
